Youth Exchange under Erasmus+ Programme

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The project will be composed of one mobility of the Youth Exchange under Key Action 1 of 
Erasmus+ Programme. Participating organisations are from Poland, Greece, Italy, Romania, 
Spain and Turkey. 

The main objective of the project is to prepare young people to enter a job market, either as an 
employee or an entrepreneur. We will be developing entrepreneurial and personal skills such as
critical thinking or sense of initiative to encourage participants to come out of their comfort 
zones. The participants will have a chance to exchange experience and learn from peers who 
face similar challanges. We will be improving IT competences, for example blog and website 
building as a tool of entrepreneurship. There will be three main topics will be discussed and 
practiced: 

1) ENTREPRENEURSHIP and EMPLOYMEMENT:
- building CV&CL - preparing for job interview - how to find a job effectively - shall I be 
entrepreneur or employee?
- planning and organizing 
- goal setting 
- decision making. 

2) IT COMPETENCES:
- how to create a website, blog - useful programmes, applications for blog/website building - 
mind mapping tools
- visibility in the Internet. 

3) INTERCULTURAL AWARENESS:
- promoting diversity 
- intercultural dialogue
- human rights, tolerance and respect.

PARTICIPANTS PROFILE



- Between 18 and 30 years old (no age limit for leaders);
- People who want to gain or improve their personal and entrepreneurial skills in order to find a
good job or set their own business;
- People who are willing to exchange their experiences and ideas and be activily involved in all 
phases of the project;
- People with fewer opportunities (such as economical, social, cultural obstacles). 

PRACTICAL ARRANGEMENTS

VENUE
Participants will be provided with the accomodation and food (covered by the program). The 
project will take place in Knieja conference center in Rajgród, sorrounded by the lake and 
forest. There will be a gym available, a billiard table, tennis court and the bar to get drinks. 

TRAVEL
There will be a bus arranged from Warsaw to the venue. We already taken away the cost of 
that bus (to the venue and back) from your travel lump sum, so the final costs of your flight 
tickets will be reimbursed up to below specified amounts:



- Spain 335 EUR
- Turkey 250 EUR
- Italy 250 EUR
- Greece 250 EUR
- Romania 250 EUR
- Poland – you will be provided the bus from Warsaw, and if you’re travelling from Białystok, 
you will be reimbursed up to 20 EUR. 

You will be reimbursed during the project, after we receive your flight tickets. 

COSTS
There is no fee to participate in this project, instead your only cost will be the last day meals – 
on October 2nd you will travel to Warsaw for the last night, to enjoy beautiful capital of Poland.
Because it will be your free time, you will have to buy your own meals on that one day (the last 
meal provided by us will be breakfast on October 2nd).
